Particular attention is paid to logical consistency and clarity of reasoning, and to the use of literature
and other documents supporting arguments or hypotheses.

* Manuscripts must be submitted in electronic form in a common text format (no pdf files!).

 The manuscript must include an abstract describing as precisely and shortly as possible the content of
the article (e.g., questions, methods, results, conclusions). It also must include some keywords.

+ Tables and figures must be attached on separate sheets and numbered consecutively. They must be
made available in reproducible, good printing quality. For each illustration or table, inscriptions, ex-
planations and, if applicable, source references must be attached on a separate sheet.

+ Footnotes are allowed but should be used sparingly.

* Literature references follow the APA (7th edition) style. References must be made in the main text in
author-date format. The DOIs of the references must be added if they have one. For precise citation,
please consult the stylesheet provided on the Gesellschaft fiir Anomalistik web pages: https://www.
anomalistik.de/en/zeitschrift-fuer-anomalistik/guidelines-for-authors/guidelines-for-authors-of-

* The authors grant the Journal of Anomalistics / Zeitschrift fiir Anomalistik a simple, non-exclusive,
worldwide, and perpetual right to publish it under the Creative Commons License Attribution-Non-
commercial 4.0 (CC BY-NC, https://creativecommons.org/licenses/by-nc/4.0/). However, when an
article has been submitted to the JAnom / ZfA for consideration, the Journal holds first serial (periodi-
cal) publication rights.
